“In our rapidly changing world, and our profoundly changed pastoral situation, it is vital that we look anew
and afresh at how and where we meet each other. The world has changed, and the modalities of how we meet
have changed. Our culture of encounter has changed. However, we still need to meet. We need to journey
with each other. Is this not what we discovered so painfully during the pandemic? We wanted and needed to
Jjourney with each other.... The ongoing Synod on Synodality and our Building Hope initiative here in the
Diocese offer vision and strength to the Church. These initiatives are a call to all of us baptised to deepen
our gratitude for the precious gifts we have received as sisters and brothers of Jesus. We are called to use
our gifts in the service of the community of faith itself. We face great challenges in this diocese, not least in
coming to terms with our missionary role in the Dublin of today. We face a particular challenge of the
shortage of priests to minister to our parish communities—communities which themselves are very different
from even one generation ago. But it is precisely in the recognition and naming of challenges that we
experience the virtue of Christian hope, and recognise our vocation to be Servants of Hope.”

These words of Archbishop Farrell invite us all to take part in the “Building Hope” initiative for the renewal
of our Diocese. We will gather for this purpose in the church on Wednesday, 29 June at 7.30 pm.

Saint Charles Jubilee Year: To mark the two hundredth anniversary of the birth of Saint Charles of Mount
Argus, Pope Francis has granted a Jubilee Year to the birthplace of Saint Charles in the Netherlands and to
our church at Mount Argus. The theme of the Jubilee Year is “Come to me, all you who are weary and
burdened, and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11: 28). The Jubilee is an invitation from the Lord to let
ourselves be touched by his mercy and to experience the loving presence of Jesus Christ who came to heal the
broken-hearted. It is a time of grace and forgiveness, a time of renewal in our Christian life.

During the Jubilee Year, which lasts from 11 December 2021 to 5 January 2023, a Plenary Indulgence can be
gained by those who visit Mount Argus Church. The Jubilee Indulgence for the St Charles Jubilee Year can
be received every day at Mount Argus during the Jubilee Year by fulfilling these two conditions: (1) making a
Pilgrim Visit to Mount Argus Church to take part in a Jubilee celebration or to pray at the tomb of St Charles,
saying there the Our Father, the Creed and a prayer to Our Blessed Lady and to St Charles; (2) Sacramental
Confession, Eucharistic Communion and Prayer for the Pope’s intentions. The elderly, the sick and all those
who, for grave reason, cannot leave their homes, can obtain the plenary indulgence by repenting of all sins,
and by intending to fulfil the conditions of confession, communion and prayer for the Pope’s intentions as
soon as possible, if in the presence of an image of Saint Charles, they have spiritually participated in the
Jubilee, offering to the merciful Lord their prayers and sufferings and the hardships of their lives.
