Day for Life 2022 – Caring for the Older Person 
 

Today the Catholic Church in Ireland celebrates the annual Day for Life. The theme for this year’s Day for 

Life is ‘Caring for the Older Person’. Here is an extract from the Irish Bishops’ message for today: 

There are many challenges which we face; the way in which we provide care for older persons, its cost and 

the means of payment, the shortage of staff in care homes, the time and energy needed to help older people 

feel valued and wanted. Many feel they have become a burden or can feel treated as a burden, a ‘bed-blocker’, 

or a nuisance because they move more slowly, struggle with more physical challenges and live a different 

rhythm of life. They often feel vulnerable and worry, when they hear talk about and even concrete proposals 

for the legalisation of assisted suicide and euthanasia. We share their concerns. In better valuing older 

persons, we need to find new ways of building bridges by our actions. Pope Francis has recently offered a 

very different and more positive perspective. In his Catechesis on Old Age, he writes, ‘The alliance between 

generations, which restores all ages of life to the human, is our lost gift and we have to get it back. It must be 

found, in this throwaway culture and in the culture of productivity.’ He invites us to listen to the dreams of 

older women and men and to learn from their wisdom (Joel 2:28). Older persons have a different rhythm to 

life from which we can learn.

Season of Creation: ‘In Laudato Sí - On Care for Cur Common Home, Pope Francis calls our attention to 

“the three fundamental and closely intertwined relationships with God, with our neighbours and with the 

earth itself” (LS 66). A constant theme throughout, Laudato Sí is the interconnection between all of life 

(notably, LS 70 and LS 138). Indeed, Pope Francis, states that the connection between God and all beings is 

intimate and that our encounters with the beauty of creation lead to mystical experiences that reveal God to us 

(LS 233/4)…. Pope Francis in Laudato Sí makes it clear that our preoccupation with progress based solely 

upon technology and productivity is futile (LS 78). It can lend to the elderly being regarded as dispensable 

and deem them victims of our throwaway culture. In celebrating our Day for Life this year, we give thanks for 

how the elderly have nurtured life in the past and on how they continue to be a source of wisdom for us 

today.’ (Bishop Martin Hayes)

Saint Charles Jubilee Year: To mark the two hundredth anniversary of the birth of Saint Charles of Mount 

Argus, Pope Francis has granted a Jubilee Year to the birthplace of Saint Charles in the Netherlands and to 

our church at Mount Argus. The theme of the Jubilee Year is “Come to me, all you who are weary and 

burdened, and I will give you rest” (Matthew 11: 28). The Jubilee is an invitation from the Lord to let 

ourselves be touched by his mercy and to experience the loving presence of Jesus Christ who came to heal the 

broken-hearted. It is a time of grace and forgiveness, a time of renewal in our Christian life.  

During the Jubilee Year, which lasts from 11 December 2021 to 5 January 2023, a Plenary Indulgence can be 

gained by those who visit Mount Argus Church. The Jubilee Indulgence for the St Charles Jubilee Year can 

be received every day at Mount Argus during the Jubilee Year by fulfilling these two conditions: (1) making a 

Pilgrim Visit to Mount Argus Church to take part in a Jubilee celebration or to pray at the tomb of St Charles, 

saying there the Our Father, the Creed and a prayer to Our Blessed Lady and to St Charles; (2) Sacramental 

Confession, Eucharistic Communion and Prayer for the Pope’s intentions. The elderly, the sick and all those 

who, for grave reason, cannot leave their homes, can obtain the plenary indulgence by repenting of all sins, 

and by intending to fulfil the conditions of confession, communion and prayer for the Pope’s intentions as 

soon as possible, if in the presence of an image of Saint Charles, they have spiritually participated in the 

Jubilee, offering to the merciful Lord their prayers and sufferings and the hardships of their lives.
